dependent on a small number of „experts‟ or celebrities. 

Dunamis leadership teams hold themselves accountable to the participants at every event. 
There is honesty and vulnerability about personal „success‟ and „failures‟, a genuine desire that 
no-one be guilty of „manipulation‟, and they cultivate mature discernment towards spiritual 
activity, rather than naive credulity or scepticism.

2. In the Spirit‟s Power (spiritual gifts) 
3. The Power of Prayer 
4. Jesus‟ Healing Ministry 
5. Spiritual Warfare 
6. Listening Evangelism
